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* Military analysts at IHS Jane’s say that South-
East Asian countries together increased
defence spending by 13.5% last year, to $24.5
billion. The figure is projected to rise to $40
billion by 2016. According to SIPRI, arms
deliveries to Malaysia jumped eightfold in
2005-09, compared with the previous five

years. Indonesia’s spending grew by 84% in
that period.
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* Indonesia is spending $8 billion this year on
defence—still rather modest for a country of
240m, but up sharply from $2.6 billion in 2006.
Much is going on new hardware and spare parts.
The country has acquired Russian and American
warplanes, including F-16 fighters, vessels for its
navy, and spare parts for its C-130 transport
planes. In January Indonesia signed a $1.1 billion
deal for three German-made diesel-electric
submarines, and lawmakers are debating
whether to buy 100 Leopard tanks from the
Netherlands.
