Thammasat University Announcement
Guidelines and Measures Regarding International Travel for Faculty, Students, and Staff of
Thammasat University during the Middle East Conflict

To ensure compliance with Cabinet resolutions and University policies regarding
international travel, the University Administration Committee, during its meeting on 30 March
2026 (Meeting 3/2569 B.E.), approved the following guidelines:

1. Travel plans for personal projects approved and contracted prior to the Cabinet
resolution date may proceed as scheduled, provided that cancellation or postponement would
result in non-refundable financial losses.

2. Travel for academic presentations required for graduation or faculty
performance evaluations, where no online alternatives exist, may proceed as scheduled.

3.  Travel for study, field trips, or internships mandated by the curriculum, where
postponement would impact graduation, may proceed as scheduled.

4. Travel related to academic agreements, meetings, training sessions, seminars,
short courses, or the "Visiting Professor" program, for which contracts with host organizations
or scholarship providers have been established, may proceed as scheduled.

5. Travel requests for study visits, short-term courses, or activities with
unprocessed expenses, as well as projects pending approval, must be suspended until
conditions improve or a new Cabinet resolution is issued.

6.  Participants with approved projects under Item 1 who wish to cancel their travel
should refer to the Ministry of Finance Letter (MOF 0408.4/40) for procedures for
reimbursement of postponed or canceled international study trips.

For travel under ltems 1 to 4, Department Heads must thoroughly assess safety, cost-
effectiveness, and necessity. Applicants are required to submit written justifications for their
travel to Department Heads, who will review and forward them, with recommendations, to the

Rector for approval.
